INSTALLING NEW CUSHION RUBBER

if you plaﬁ to re-cushion rails frequently, you should
consider constructing a simple fixture such as the one
shown in Figure 1.

This fixture can help you to achieve fast professional
results.

As for the length of the fixture, the length should be ap-
proximately 100 inches long to accommodate rails for
10’ tables. :

The clamps should be at least every 24" .

The pressure point of clamp (pads) should be positioned .

directly over the featherstrip groove as shown in the
diagram.

The 1/32” thick Melamine strip along the front side of
the featherstrip locator serves a double function.

A. All Brunswick rails have a 1/32" relief along the front
of the featherstrip groove to compensate for the rail cloth
thickness. The 1/32" strip of Melamine assures that the
tip edge of the rail front is firmly against a solid surface to
allow precise positioning of the cushion rubber.

B. At each application of cushion rubber, there will be
glue residue and the glue can be removed easily from
the Melamine strip with lacquer thinner.
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. Before attempting to install the new cushion rubber, regardiess of the type, the surface of the cushion
rubber to be bonded to the rail should be sanded to remove any “mold release” agent that might be pre-

sent as this will seriously affect the integrity of the bond.

. Also, the front edge of the rail should be either sanded or washed with a solvent to remove old adhesive.

. Itis important NOT to stretch the cushion rubber while applying and to apply it in a straight Iiné, with the

top edge of cushion rubber “flush” with top edge of rail.

. After the cushion rubber has been bonded to the ralil, the top surface of the rail at the point where rubber
is bonded should be sanded lightly to obtain a smooth transition of wood to rubber.



After ihe cushion rubber has been bonded to the
rail, trim the ends of cushion flush with the mitered
ends of the rail as shown in Figure 2.

A sharp “linoleum knife” is excellent for this ap-
plication and when knife is dipped in a mild soap
and water solution, it will glide through the rubber
much easier.

INSTALLING POCKET FACINGS

Apply a coating of contact adhesive to the mitered
edge of the rail and to the pocket facing as shown
in Figure 3.

NOTE: If pocket facing has canvas on one surface,
that surface should be to the outside and the
adhesive should be applied to the non-canvas
backed surface.

Let both surfaces flash dry until they no longer feel
tacky to the back of the hand, then apply the facing
to the rail with the back edge of facing flush with
rear edge of featherstrip groove.

Staple the facing two or three places. Figure 4.

9. Trim the pocket facings as required to conform to

the shape of the cushion. Figure 5.
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HOW TO ATTACH BRUNSWICK BILLIARD CLOTH
FRAMED SLATE

The following instructions for attaching Brunswick
billiard cloth applies to all models of Brunswick
billiard tables.

When covering billiard tables, clean the slate
thoroughly. Recheck tables for leveiness and
shim where necessary. If the plaster of paris in the
slate joints is broken, replaster the joints using a
putty knife. When plaster is dry, sand the joints
until the slate is perfectly smooth.

Lay the bed cloth over top of slate, nap side up,
with nap running from head to foot end of table.

To determine direction of nap, run hand lightly
over surface of cloth — if it meets a slight
resistance, it is going against the nap.

Leave only enough cloth at head and left side to
permit tacking into wood slate frame. (This is
especially important on 5 x 10 table.) Leave
balance of cloth overhang, at foot and right side.

Do not spread tacks on bed cloth — keep them in
a small container that slides over cloth.

. Tack cloth securely to wood slate frame at

(1) with two tacks approximately 3" apart.

. Stretch cloth across the table and tack

securely at (2) again using two tacks 3”
apart.
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3. Stretch cloth from (1) to (3) and tack securely
into wood slate frame at left side of table.

4. Stretching cloth across table from (3) and
pulling from (2), tack cloth at (4).

On left side stretch cloth tightly from (1)
toward side pocket opening and tack
securely at (5).

Repeat operation 5, stretching cloth from (3)
and tacking at (6).

. On right side of table, grasp cloth firmly,

stretch across table from (5) and toward
side pocket from (2) and tack at (7).

Repeat operation 7, stretching from (6) and
toward side pocket from (4) and tack at (8).

FOOT
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9. . At (9), cut a short slit in cloth at edge
centered on side pocket opening. Grasp
cloth firmly above this slit, pull cloth into side
pocket opening and tack to undercut of slate
frame. Complete tacking of cloth to side
pocket opening, making sure that cloth is
tacked to undercut of slate frame.

10. Stretching cloth tightly across the table from
(9) repeat the above operation at (10). Be
sure to tack cloth to undercut of slate frame.

15. Tack all of left side on 3" centers keeping
cloth even along wood slate frame.

16. Tack balance of head end on 3" centers
also keeping cloth even along wood slate
frame.

17. Stretch cloth tightly toward Foot End of
table, tacking on 3" centers all the way
across.

18. Stretch cloth tightly across table to Right
Side, tacking on 3" centers all the way
F across.
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11. At head end of table, tack cloth at (1 1) main-
taining uniform overhang.

12. Pull cloth from (11) toward (12) and tack
securely keeping cloth even along head
end.

13. Stretch cloth firmly from (1 1) to Foot End of
table and tack at (13).

14. Stretch cloth tightly from (12) and (13)
toward (14) and tack securely.

19. Stretch cloth into corner pocket openings
and tack to undercut of slate frame.

20. Trim off excess cloth with a sharp knife.

NOTE: When instaling cloth on carom tables,
eliminate operations No. 5, 6, 7, 8,9, 10, and 19.
Otherwise follow same procedure as outlined
above. Occasionally cloth will stretch, leaving
wrinkles at the pockets. To re-tighten, remove only
one end rail and one side rail. Pull cloth taut, and re-
tack along the open end and side to restore original
tightness.

Cut holes in cloth at
rail bolt locations



CUSHION CLOTH REPLACEMENT

1. Prepare Rails
Remove rails from table.

Carefully remove old feather strips and
save for re-use.

NOTE: Nap on side rails runs from head
to foot. The nap on head and foot rails
runs from left to right as viewed from the
head end of the table.

2. Install Feather Strips

A. With rail face up, place new cloth on
rail with playing surface down. Center

cloth on rail, with approximately 4"
of cloth at each end and 1/2" of cloth
beyond the feather strip slot.

C. For side pockets, start approximately
3" from end of rail and pull cloth
toward rubber cushion until the edge
of the cloth is approximately 1/2”
from the end of the feather strip. Tap
feather strip in place.

B. For corner pockets, tap feather strip

in place except for 3’ at each end.
Start approximately 2" from end of
feather strip and pull cloth toward
rubber cushion until the edge of the
cloth is approximately 3/4"" from the
end of the feather strip. Tap feather
strip in place.

D. Pull cloth tight and tap feather strip in

place, then trim cloth along cushion
side of feather strip. Fold cloth over
cushion and tap full length of feather
strip flush with rail cap.




3. Fastening Cloth.

A. Pull cloth tightly downward and tack or
staple four places along bottom of rail.
Pull cloth tightly over end of rail and tack
or staple three places in groove back or
cushion reinforcing pad.

B. Side Pockets

B. For side pockets, stretch cloth firmly

over nose of cushion toward the bottom

without distorting cushion shape. Tack

or staple cloth to rail bottom for approx-
imately 2°' from pocket opening.

C. Snip cloth at nose and pull small strip
down to groove, tack or staple in place
as shown. Then snip excess cloth leav-
ing enough for small fold at the top as
shown.

D. Hold small fold at top in place, then fold
entire piece over. Tack or staple (3)
places at bottom of rail and (3) places at
groove. Stretch balance of cloth tightly
over cushion and tack or staple at bot-
tom of rail, starting at the center, and
working toward the ends. Space tacks or
staples about 2’ apart. Be sure cloth is
snug, but not tight enougkh to alter shape
of the cushion.

E. Trim excess cloth from rail.
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How to attach billiard cloth
UNFRAMED SLATE

When covering billiard tables, clean the slate thoroughly.

Lay the bed cloth over top of slate, nap side up. Leave an
equal amount of cloth overhang at ends and sides of slate.

At head end of table, fold the cloth back away from
edge of slate and spray a coat of contact adhesive as in-
dicated by shaded area of edge of slate, holding can ap-
proximately 4-8” from area to be coated (Figure B).
Coat the underside of slate also. Place a piece of pro-
tective paper or cardboard on top suface of cloth as
shown and apply a light coat of adhesive to edge of
billiard cloth. Do not allow any adhesive to get on top
surface of cloth. (Spray adhesive not included)

. Attach cloth at (1) (Figure C).

Stretch cloth across table at (2) (Figure C). Fold cloth
overhang underneath edge of slate at end.

_ Fold cloth back at foot end of table and repeat Step 1.

Stretch cloth from (1) to (3) and press into position.

_ Stretch cloth from (3) to (4), pulling from (1) and (2),

and press into place (Figure C).

On left side, fold cloth over top of slate from 1 to 5
(Figure D), spray edge and bottom surface with
adhesive from 1 to 5. Using a strip of paper or card-
board to protect top surface of cloth, apply a coat of
adhesive to back side of cloth about 3" wide from 1 to
5. Stretch cloth tightly from 1 to 5 and bond securely.

Repeat Operation 7, stretching cloth from 3 to 6.

On right side of table, fold the cloth back along edge of
slate: with protective paper between top surface of
cloth and back side of cloth, apply adhesive to edge anc
bottom of slate and to back side of cloth from 2to7.

Stretching cloth from 2 to 7 and across table from 5 i«
7. bond cloth securely to edge of slate, taking care tc
avoid any wrinkles in cloth.

Repeat Operation 10 stretching cloth across table from
6 and toward side pocket from 4.

At left side, cut a short slit in cloth at edge centered on
side pocket opening. With adhesive applied to slate and
cloth at side pocket opening, grasp cloth firmly above split,
pull cloth into side pocket opening and bond to underside
of pocket opening (Figure E). Complete bonding of cloth
to side pocket opening as shown in Figure E, making sure
that cloth is glued to underside of slate.

Stretching cloth tightly across table to center cutout,
repeat above operation.

Stretch cloth tightly into corner pocket openings, cut a
short slit in cloth at center of pocket radius. Fold cloth
back and apply adhesive to back side of cloth and to
pocket cutout {(edge and bottom). Stretch cloth down
over corner pocket cutouts tightly, taking care to avoid
wrinkles in cloth and bond securely.

Trim excess cloth around perimeter of slate.

Locate the eighteen (18) rail attach holes and cut
clearance holes in cloth with a sharp knive (Figure F).
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
